Description of Nature, Purpose, and Beneficiaries of Activity / Project: Improve the existing roadway to approximately 21 feet in
width and then overlay with 0.15° of asphalt concrete. Due to off-ramps being permanently closed by the completion of the Caltrans
interchange project on State Route 99, more vehicles are traveling on Road 64 to access the west side of State Route 99 in Goshen. As
a result, maintenance work will be performed to improve Road 64 to accommodate the additional traffic volume until such time the
roadway can be reconstructed in about 2020.

The commitment to maintain this stretch of roadway is to provide safe and adequate transportation infrastructure. The work to
improve Road 64 due to the increase in volume of vehicles meets this commitment.
